In October we had the joy of 
being able to start youth meet-
ings in Šal’a, the city where we 

are planting a church. Earlier in the 
year, as the result of a successful 
Youth Alpha course, several teenag-
ers became Christians. 

This was a great 
encouragement for 
us and it’s been a 
privilege to be able 
to help them begin 
their journey with 
God. This coming 
year we are excited 
about being able to 
lead these teenag-
ers into a deeper 
relationship with 
Christ.

Regarding our Sunday adult servic-
es, relationships within the congrega-
tion have really deepened, such that 
we can honestly say that we feel like a 
family now. To think that at the begin-
ning of 2010 the church did not exist 
in Šal’a but now we are meeting every 
week is a great testimony to God’s 
faithfulness and blessing.

Last year we conducted several 
evangelistic events, reaching out into 
the community. This included running 
summer clubs and organising several 
concerts. Several great artists visited 
us, including American Hip-Hop 
artist, Mark Sandiford, and Dweeb, a 
five-piece rock band from Coventry.

This year we are planning several 
further evangelistic outreaches into 
Šal’a, a city which, up until recently, 
had no evangelical church presence, 

so we would really value your support 
in prayer.

On a more personal note, we have 
experienced some huge changes! 
On November 14th (actually Liz’s 
own birthday!) our son, Noah Isaac, 

was born. Just a little over two weeks 
later, we finally moved out of our flat 
in Nové Zámky to a house in a village 
just outside of Šal’a. So, after two 
years of working in Šal’a, we are now 
actually living here which is wonder-
ful. It means that we no longer need 
to travel every day, and that we can 
care for the people in our church 
much better, so we are really excited 
and encouraged about what lies in 
store for us this coming year.

We’d like to thank everyone for 
your love, prayers and support over 
the past year; it has made a huge dif-
ference in our lives and the work we 
do here.
