for his glory so the child has been 
re-named Moses.

We enjoyed the Women’s Con-
gress I had been involved in organ-
ising in October. I held a workshop 
on the theme ‘Knowing Yourself’, 
which was well received. José has 
been teaching on a similar theme 
for the last few weeks so it has been 
good to see that the lord has led us 
along similar thought lines in minis-
try. I have been made president of 
the Women’s Ministry in Murcia and 
am already busy looking for a suit-
able hotel to organize a weekend 
event in October for the ministry’s 
10th anniversary.

We would like to bring over 
Yanet’s eldest sister, Aidé, from 
Bolivia for the occasion. God 
particularly uses her with her many 
gifts of healing and deliverance. 
She has been used in Argentina 
in Carlos Annacondia campaigns 
and is one of the five academics 
on the executive committee in the 
University of David Yonggi Cho from 
South Korea. Please pray it will be 
possible for her to come to Spain 
during 2011.

I got saved while studying in Eng-
land in 1989, and got baptised 
by Dr Rob Baldwin in Bristol in 

1993. I met Olivia in the Philippines 
and got married in 1996 and went 
back to Japan in 1998 and we’ve 
been ministering in Tokyo since 
2001.

We started Teen Challenge in 
Japan in 2005 and opened our rehab 
centre in 2007 in a rented house in 
Okinawa Island. We had only two stu-
dents in the first year and three in the 
next, but the lord brought students of 
his choice, and those who completed 
the one-year programme stayed on to 
serve as interns and became staff.

We are in our fourth year of opera-
tion, and two students completed the 
programme at the beginning of this 
year, and they are both working now 
as they try to reintegrate into Japa-
nese society.

We’ve had an alcoholic, a drug 
addict and a gambler come through 

our doors in the past year, and we 
have seen the Holy Spirit at work. A 
29-year-old gambling addict got saved 
and was baptised in water on Easter 
Day. What a blessing! Then a young 
man who had been using marijuana 
for eight years also got saved and was 
baptised on 13th June. Hallelujah!

We feel that the lord has also been 
guiding us to build our own rehab 
centre in Okayama. We were able to 
hold the ground-breaking service on 
7th January (pictured left) and it will 
be completed by the end of April. We 
are truly grateful to everyone who has 
been praying for and giving to this 
project.
